TG ICET Eligibility Criteria 2026 

To apply for the state-level MBA entrance exam, candidates need to fulfil following TG 

ICET 2026 eligibility criteria:  

• Candidates must have completed bachelor's degree programme (irrespective of the 

discipline) with a minimum of 50 per cent aggregate (45 per cent for reserved 

category candidates). 

• Candidates should be Indian citizens and should also qualify all the guidelines of 

local/ non-local status as provided in the Andhra Pradesh Educational Institutions 

(Regulations of Admission) Order,1974. 

• Final-year candidates are eligible to apply for TGICET 2026.
