SNAP 2026 Syllabus: General English Section 

Let’s start by understanding type of questions that appeared in SNAP previous year papers for 

this section. Thereafter, syllabus for this section is published. 

SNAP Exam English Section is officially called “General English, Reading Comprehension 

and Verbal Ability” section. However, no questions related to Reading Comprehension has 

appeared in the SNAP 2025, SNAP 2024 or SNAP 2023 exams. Out of total 60 questions in 

SNAP 2025 exam, there were only 15 questions in this section. Check type of questions in 

this section in previous SNAP exam paper pattern. Similar exam pattern is expected in 2026 

paper.

Prepositions, Conjunctions, Modifiers and Word Order 

• Correct Usage: Adjectives vs. Adverbs, Compound Words, Word Order in Sentences, 

Parallelism, Conjunctions and Sentence Connectors 

II. Vocabulary and Idiomatic Usage 

• Vocabulary-based Fill in the Blanks: Contextual Vocabulary, Idiomatic Phrases and

SNAP 2026 Syllabus: Quantitative, DI, Data Sufficiency Section 

Next, let’s start by understanding type of questions that appeared in SNAP previous year 

papers for this section. Thereafter, detailed syllabus is published. 

SNAP Exam Quantitative Section is officially called “Quantitative, Data Interpretation, Data 

Sufficiency” section. Out of total 60 questions in SNAP 2025 exam, there were 20 questions 

in this section. All questions were on Mathematics and there was no question on Data 

Interpretation and Data Sufficiency. The questions on Mathematics were dominated by 

Modern Mathematics and Arithmetic. Following was the break-up of the questions in this 

section in past years papers. Similar exam pattern is expected in 2026 paper.

SNAP 2026 Syllabus: Analytical & Logical Reasoning 

SNAP Analytical & Logical Reasoning section has 25 questions out of total 60 questions. 

Detailed breakup of questions is given below.  

SNAP Exam Reasoning Section is officially called “Analytical & Logical Reasoning” 

section. SNAP Analytical & Logical Reasoning section had 25 questions out of total 60 

questions. In SNAP 2025 paper, out of the 25 questions in this section, 9 questions were on 

Verbal Reasoning and the remaining 16 were on Non-Verbal Reasoning. All questions were 

single questions and there were no set based questions. In SNAP 2024 exam, out of the 25 

questions in this section, 11 questions were on Verbal Reasoning and the remaining 14 were 

on Non-Verbal Reasoning. Detailed breakup of questions is given below.

• Revise Quant Basics: Focus on arithmetic and modern maths. Prioritize frequently 

asked topics. 

• Leverage Mock Tests: Take SNAP-specific mock tests to understand time 

management. Analyse mistakes and improve weak areas.
